In inverse variation, the product of two quantities stays constant: xy = k, ory = f The constant k is found by multiplying one
input-output pair: k£ = xy. Inverse variation does not pass through the origin because « = 0 is not allowed. When one quantity
increases, the other decreases in a way that keeps the product the same.
