Quick Review and Helpful Hints

Add or subtract polynomials by combining like terms — terms with the same variable and exponent. When sub-
tracting, first distribute the minus sign to every term in the second polynomial (it flips each sign), then combine.

> Example: Simplify (322 + 5z) — (2% — 2z). Work: Distribute the

minus sign: 322 + 5z — 22 + 2z. Combine like terms: (322 — 22) +
(5x + 2x). Answer: 222 + Tx =27+ 7

Step-by-Step Explanations

1. Start by naming the process: Read what the problem is asking, choose
the matching rule, write the setup, and then simplify one step at a time.
