Thetrick isto NOTICE when aword does not ook right,
sound right, or make sense. When that happens, go back, REREAD the sentence, and FIX the
word using the other words as clues.

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Explanations
The word park makes sense with a walk, so the reader should notice it and reread the line.
Context, the words around it and the meaning, is the best clue for fixing a word.
The word rain matches the clouds and the meaning, so the reader should reread and fix it.
A reader self-corrects when the sentence stops making sense.
The meaning clue shows that three does not fit, but tree, a plant, does.
After a fix, a careful reader rereads to be sure the sentence now makes sense.
After rain, wet shoes and damp hair make sense, so the word should be damp.
Self-correcting fixes mistakes so the reader understands the story correctly.
When a word looks wrong, the reader should check the letters, fix it, and reread.

Answer: Example: Sentence: The boy kicked the ball. Wrong word: bell. A reader could see
that you cannot kick a bell and fix it to ball.
Accept any sentence with a sensible wrong word and a logical self-correction strategy.
