A bar graph shows 8 cats and 5 dogs. How many more cats than dogs are there?
= First we read each bar. The cat bar reaches 8 and the dog bar reaches 5. The word “more” tells us to subtract. We take
away the smaller number from the bigger one: 8 — 5 = 3. So there are 3 more cats than dogs.

Answer: 3 more cats
