Last are the three pennies: count by ones, 46, 47, 48 cents. Adding from biggest to smallest gives the total.

Answer: 48 cents

. Two dimes are 20 cents, plus 3 pennies makes 23 cents.

. A quarter is 25 cents, plus a nickel (5 cents) makes 30 cents.

. Skip-count by fives: 5, 10, 15, so itis 15 cents.

. Skip-count by tens: 10, 20, 30, 40, so it is 40 cents.

Each quarter is 25 cents, and 25 + 25 = 50 cents.

. A dime is 10 cents, and two nickels are 10 cents, so 10 + 10 = 20 cents.
. Each penny is 1 cent, and 5 pennies make 5 cents.

. Start with 25, add 10 to get 35, add 1 to get 36 cents.
