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Understanding Place Value
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Every digit in a number has a place. In a 3-digit number, the places are hundreds, tens, and ones. The value of a digit
tells how much it is really worth. In 462, the 4 is in the hundreds place, so it is worth 400. The 6 is in the tens place, so it is
worth 60. The 7 in 327 is in the ones place, so it is worth just 7. Reading the places from left to right helps you understand
how big a number is.

o Example: What is the value of the 5 in the number 3587
= Let’s find which place the 5 is in. Looking at 358, the digits are hundreds, tens, and ones. The 5 is the middle digit, so it sits
in the tens place. A digit in the tens place is worth that many tens. So the 5 is worth 5 tens, which is 5 x 10 = 50.

Answer: 50

Step-by-Step Explanations

1. The 7 is in the tens place, so its value is 7 x 10 = 70. 14. With no tens, the tens place gets a 0, so the number is 705.

2. The 4 is in the hundreds place, so its value is 4 x 100 = 400. 15. Put the digits in order: 1 hundred, 9 tens, 3 ones makes 193.

3. The 9 is in the ones place, so its value is just 9. 16. Since 8 x 10 = 80, the number 80 has 8 tens.

4. The 6 is in the tens place, so it is worth 6 x 10 = 60. 17. Since 6 x 100 = 600, the number 600 has 6 hundreds.

5. The 8 is in the hundreds place, so it is worth 8 x 100 = 800. 18. The middle digit of 538 is in the tens place, so it is 3.

6. The 3 is in the tens place, so its value is 30. 19. The 4 is in the tens place, so its value is 40.

7. The 2 is in the ones place, so its value is just 2. 20. The 6 is in the hundreds place, so it is worth 600.
