C is partly true but the stories actually show Frog learning AFTER ignoring friends; D is not
in either story.

7. Answer: Example: the place (pond vs. garden), what Frog is looking for (lily pad vs. bug),
the danger (fish vs. snake).
Any clear difference between the two stories.

8. Answer: Example: Frog is the main character. Frog ignores warnings. Frog escapes
danger. Frog decides small is fine at the end.
Any clear similarity between the two stories.

9. A Same character + same theme + different settings is a way to teach a lesson twice.

10. A By the end of each story, Frog is more careful.
