improving; D drops an article.

Revising = ideas. Editing = mechanics. The others mix up or misunderstand the terms.
Names of people (Lola) and places (New York) are capitalized. The others are correct.
Cherries are unrelated to Mars. The others are on-topic.

“She have” - “She has.” The others are correct.

B joins related ideas. A repeats; C is jumbled; D is a fragment.
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Reading aloud catches lingering errors and clunky sentences. The others don't improve the
piece.
