Why We See Lightning

During a storm, you might see bright flashes of light in the sky. These flashes are called lightning.
Lightning happens when tiny bits of water and ice inside a cloud bump together. This bumping makes
electric charges build up. When the charges get strong enough, they jump as a flash of lightning.

Lightning can flash from one cloud to another, or from a cloud all the way down to the ground. A bolt
of lightning is much hotter than the surface of the sun, even though it lasts less than a second. Thunder is
the sound the hot air makes when lightning heats it up so fast that the air bursts apart.

Lightning is beautiful, but it can also be dangerous. When you hear thunder, lightning is close enough
to be a danger. Going inside a building or a car helps keep people safe. Tall trees and open fields are not
safe places during a storm.
