Informative writing groups related facts. A fits narrative; C fits opinion; D fits poetry.
Narratives follow time order. A fits informative; C fits opinion; D fits an interview.
Match style to audience. The others won't work for young readers.
Plan first: who, what, why. The others come later or are not planning steps.
School newspaper articles inform with facts. A is fiction; B is a story; D is private.
Fit between style and task is the key. The others either hurt the writing or are surface details.

Answer: Examples: (a) “| would write an opinion piece because | want to convince.” (b) “I
would write a how-to/informative piece with steps.” (c) “l would write a narrative because |
am telling a story.”
