Formal letter uses a proper greeting and complete words.

Couldn't = could not. Contractions are common in speech and informal writing.
Formal writing uses precise, complete sentences.

Correct subject + verb tense. The others have grammar errors common in casual or
nonstandard speech.

Answer: Example: Yes, we want to play outside, so we are going to get our coats.
Accept any rewrite that uses complete words and proper grammar.
