Equivalence Rule

Multiply (or divide) both the numerator AND the denominator by the same number.

The fraction changes form but not value: % = % =

BB Key Concepts

1. Two fractions are equivalent when they represent the same amount of the whole, even though
they use different numbers.

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2. To make an equivalent fraction, multiply the top and the bottom by the same number. Whatever
you do to the top, you must do to the bottom.

3. You can also divide both top and bottom by the same number to find a simpler equivalent
fraction.

4. A fraction is unchanged when you multiply numerator and denominator by the same nonzero
number, because that’s just multiplying by 1 in disguise: % =1.
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Worked Examples

=" “Whatever you do to the top, do to the bottom.” That is the one rule of equivalence.

=" To go to a bigger denominator, multiply. To go to a smaller one, divide. Both work as long as
the same number is used on top and bottom.

=" Always sanity-check on a fraction strip or number line: equivalent fractions land at the same
spot, even if their tick marks differ.
