Time and tlapsed Time

Elapsed time is just how long something took. You can count up on a clock (or number line), or just
subtract. Either method works — pick the one that feels easier for a given problem.

Conversion Why

1 hour = 60 minutes by definition

1 minute = 60 seconds | by definition

BB Key Concepts

1. Elapsed time is the time from a start to an end.

2. Counting up on a clock or number line is the easiest way for many problems. Start at the
earlier time and count forward in chunks (often 5, 10, or 15 minutes at a time).

3. Subtracting works too, especially when the times are on the same hour: 3:40 — 3:15 = 25
minutes.

4. Conversion: 60 minutes in an hour, 60 seconds in a minute. Multiply or divide by 60 as needed.

Worked Examples

@ What is the elapsed time from 8:15 a.m. to 9:00 a.m.?

& Count up from 8:15: add 15 minutes to reach 8:30, then 30 more to reach 9:00. Total: 15+ 30 = 45
minutes.

Answer: 45 minutes

@ A movie starts at 3:10 p.m. and lasts 1 hour 25 minutes. When does it end?
W@ Add the hour first: 3:10 — 4:10. Then add 25 minutes: 4:10 — 4:35. The movie ends at 4:35 p.m.

Answer: 4:35 p.m.

® How many minutes are in 2 hours?
i Each hour has 60 minutes. So 2 hours = 2 x 60 = 120 minutes.

Answer: 120 minutes

Study Tips

=" Draw a number line of time. Mark the start and end, then jump forward in friendly chunks (10,
15, 30, 60 minutes).

=2 'When you cross an hour, break the time into two parts: minutes to the next hour, then full
hours, then leftover minutes.

=" To convert minutes to hours and minutes, divide by 60: 90 = 60 = 1 with remainder 30, so 90
min = 1 hr 30 min.
