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Dividing with Remainders
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— Q Quick Review )

o Example: Find 95 = 6.

Division splits a number into equal groups. Using long division, you repeat the same cycle: divide, multiply, subtract,
and bring down the next digit. Work from the left, one digit at a time. Sometimes the number does not split evenly, and
the amount left over is the remainder. The remainder must always be smaller than the divisor. You can check your work:
(quotient x divisor) + remainder should equal the number you started with.

= Ask how many 6s fit into 9: that is 1, since 1 x 6 = 6. Subtract: 9 — 6 = 3. Bring down the 5 to make 35. How many 6s fit
into 35?7 That is 5, since 5 x 6 = 30. Subtract: 35 — 30 = 5. There are no more digits to bring down, so 5 is the remainder.
The answer is 15 R 5. Check: 15 x 6 + 5 = 90 4+ 5 = 95 — it works!

Answer: 15R 5
