Many real-life situations use fractions. To solve a fraction word problem, first decide whether you need to add (combining
amounts), subtract (finding what is left or the difference), or multiply (the same fraction used several times). When the
fractions have the same denominator, add or subtract just the numerators and keep the denominator. Watch for the word
“of” and for things being repeated — those often mean multiply by a whole number. Always write your answer in simplest
form and include the units, like cups or miles.
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o Example: Ella had % of a yard of string. She used % of a yard for a bracelet. How much string is left?

= The question asks how much is left, so this is subtraction. Both amounts are eighths of a yard, so subtract the numerators:
7— 3d:| ;1, and keep the denominator 8. That gives 2 of a yard. Simplify by dividing top and bottom by 4: 4 = 1. Ella has half
ayard left.

Answer: 1 yard

Subtract the tops: 7 — 1 = 6, giving =%, which simplifies to 3.
Multiply the whole number by the top 3 x 1 =3,giving 3.
Add the tops: 1 4 3 = 4, glvmg 2, which equals one whole.
Write 1as 2. Then 2 — 2 = 3.
