Subtracting fractions with the same denominator works just like adding them, only you take away instead of combine.
Subtract the numerators (the top numbers) and keep the denominator the same. For example, 2 — % = %: five sixths
take away two sixths leaves three sixths. The size of the pieces does not change, so the bottom number stays put. When
you are done, check whether the answer can be written in simplest form. Remember that a whole, like 1, can be written

as a fraction such as § when you need to subtract from it.

o Example: Subtract £ — 3.
= Both fractions are eighths, so the pieces are the same size. Subtract just the numerators: 7 — 3 = 4. Keep the denominator
8 the same, because the pieces are still eighths. That gives 2. Now simplify: both 4 and 8 divide by 4, so § = 1.
