Quick Review and Helpful Hints

¬ Method 1 (keep mixed numbers): Add/subtract the whole numbers, then add/subtract the fractions (us-
ing LCD). Regroup if needed.
¬ Method 2 (convert to improper fractions): Convert mixed numbers to improper fractions, find the LCD,
add/subtract, then convert back.
� When subtracting, if the fraction part of the first number is too small, borrow 1 from the whole number.

Û Example: Find 3 2

¬ Whole numbers: 3 + 2 = 5. Fractions: LCD of 5 and 4 is 20. 2
