1. Start with the main idea. For dividing with unit fractions, 3 ~ 5 = . Frac-
tions are easier to combine when the pieces are the same S|ze.

2. Keep the work tidy. For dividing with unit fractions, 8 +~ 1 = 8 x 4 = 32
bows.
