— Q Quick Review )

The distributive property lets you rewrite a sum of two numbers as a common factor times a sum. First find the GCF of
the two numbers. Then divide each number by the GCF, and write the GCF outside parentheses with the two results inside.
For example, 18 + 24 = 6(3 + 4), because the GCF is 6, 18 + 6 = 3, and 24 - 6 = 4. You can always check by multiplying
back out: 6 x 3+ 6 x 4 = 18 + 24.

o Example: Rewrite 20 + 30 using the distributive property.

= We are looking for the greatest common factor of 20 and 30. The factors they share are 1,2, 5, and 10, so the GCF is 10.
Now divide each number by 10: 2010 = 2 and 3010 = 3. Write the GCF outside and the quotients inside the parentheses:
10(2 + 3). To check, multiply back: 10 x 2 4+ 10 x 3 = 20 + 30. It matches!

Answer: 10(2 + 3)
