— Q Quick Review )

The absolute value |z| measures how far z sits from 0 on the number line, so it is never negative. To solve |z| = ¢ when
¢ > 0, split it into two cases: =z = c or x = —c. For |z| < ¢, the answer is the band between the boundaries, —c < z < ¢
(an “and” statement). For |z| > ¢, the answer is everything outside the boundaries, z < —c or = > ¢. And if ¢ is negative,
|z| = ¢ has no solution — a distance can never be negative.

o Example: Solve |22 — 1| = 9.

= Here is the key idea: the expression 2z — 1 sits 9 units from zero, and that can happen in two ways — it could be 9 or it
could be —9. So we make two little equations and solve each one. First way: 2z — 1 = 9, so 2z = 10 and z = 5. Second
way: 2x — 1 = —9, so 2z = —8 and x = —4. Both answers check out — with absolute value, always keep both!

Answer: z =50rx = —4

Step-by-Step Explanations

1. Absolute value asks “how far from zero?” Two numbers sit 8 units away — 8
and —8 —so x = £8.

2. Same idea: the numbers exactly 15 units from 0 are 15 and —15, giving
r = +15.

3. Set the inside equal to 10 and to —10: = — 6 = 10 gives x = 16, and
r—6=—10givesz = —4.

4. Twocasesagain: c+3 =7 = ax =4,andz +3 = -7 = = = —10.
Always check both!

5. If |2z| = 14, then 22 = +14. Divide by 2 to get z = £7.

6. From |3z| = 21 we get 3z = +21. Dividing by 3 gives z = +7.

7. Zero is special — an absolute value equals 0 only when the inside is 0. So
z + 9 = 0andxz = —9 (just one answer).

13. “Less than” makes a band. Everything closer than 6 units to zero works:
—6 <z <6.

14. Same band idea, but < includes the endpoints: —9 < = < 9.

16. Unpackto —10 < z+4 < 10, then subtract 4 everywhere: —14 < z < 6.

22. The weight may differ from 9 oz by at most 0.4 0z: |w — 9| < 0.4. That
unpacksto —0.4 < w — 9 < 0.4,508.6 < w < 9.4 0z.

23. The diameter is within 0.05 mm of 12 mm, so |d — 12| < 0.05. Unpack:
—0.05 < d— 12 < 0.05, which gives 11.95 < d < 12.05 mm.

24, “Within 50 ft of 400 ft” becomes |a — 400| < 50. Unpacking gives
—50 < a — 400 < 50, so the drone may fly between 350 ft and 450 ft.
