An arithmetic sequence is a list of numbers where you add the same amount each step. That fixed amount is the
common difference d — find it by subtracting any term from the one after it. To jump straight to the nth term, use the rule
an = a1 + (n — 1)d, where a; is the first term. For example, in 3,7,11, 15, ... the common difference is d = 4, and the 10th
termis a10 = 34 (10 — 1)(4) = 39. This is really a linear function in disguise — the term number is the input!

o Example: Find the 10th term of the arithmetic sequence 3,8,13,18, ...
