A box plot displays a data set’s five-number summary: the minimum, the first quartile 1, the median, the third quartile
Qs, and the maximum. To find them, sort the data, find the median (the middle), then @, is the median of the lower half and
Qs is the median of the upper half. (When the count is odd, leave the overall median out of both halves.) The interquartile
range is IQR = Q3 — @1 — it measures the spread of the middle half of the data and is not affected by extreme values.

o Example: Find the five-number summary and IQR of 5, 7, 9, 11, 13, 15, 17.

= The data is already sorted, and there are 7 values, so the median is the 4th value: 11. The lower half is 5,7,9 (everything
before the median), so Q1 is its middle value, 7. The upper half is 13,15,17, so Qs is its middle value, 15. The minimum is 5
and the maximum is 17. Finally, QR = Q3 — Q1 =15—-7=8.

Answer: min5, 17, med 11, Q315, max17; IQR =8

1. Median = 6. Lower half 2, 4 gives Q1 = 3; upper half 8, 10 gives Q3 = 9.
IQR=9 -3 =6.

2. Median = 7. Lower half 1, 3,5 gives Q1 = 3; upper half 9,11, 13 gives
Q3 =11.1QR = 8.

3. Median = “sz = 15. Lower half 10, 12, 14 gives Q1 = 12; upper half
16, 18, 20 gives Q3 = 18. IQR = 6.

Q3 = 95. S0 IQR = 95 — 65 = 30.

22. Median = 70. Lower half 58, 62, 66 gives Q1 = 62; upper half 74, 78, 82
gives Q3 = 78. IQR = 78 — 62 = 16 — the middle half of days spans 16
degrees.

23. Store A: median 6, Q1 = 3, Q3 = 9, so IQR = 6. Store B: median 6,
Q1 = 4.5, Qs = 7.5,s0 IQR = 3. Store A’s middle half is more spread out.
24. Median = 13312 = 14 Lower half 9, 11, 13 gives Q; = 11; upper half
15,17,19 gives Q3 = 17. IQR = 17 — 11 = 6.
