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Building Linear Functions
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To build a linear function y = mx + b, you need two things: the slope m and the y-intercept . The slope is the rate of
change, m = gﬂzgg‘: in Y. The y-intercept is the output when = = 0. If you are given two points, first find the slope from them,

then substitute one point into y = max + b to solve for b. If one of the points already has = = 0, that point hands you b for
free!

o Example: Write the linear function through (0, 3) and (2, 11).

= Start with the slope: from (0, 3) to (2, 11) the output goes up 11 — 3 = 8 while the input goes up2 — 0 =2, som = 3 = 4.
Now the intercept: the point (0,3) has = = 0, so it tells us directly that b = 3. Put the pieces together: y = 4z + 3. You can
check with the other point: 4(2) 4+ 3 = 11. It works!
