Quick Review and Helpful Hints

The coordinate plane has a horizontal z-axis and a vertical y-axis meeting at the ori-
gin (0,0). A point (z,y) tells you how far right or left (z) and how far up or down
(y)- The four quadrants are numbered I-IV counterclockwise, starting at the top-right.

> Example: In which quadrant is the point (—2,3)? Work: The z-

coordinate —2 is negative (left of center) and the y-coordinate 3 is
positive (above center): upper-left. Answer: Quadrant Il
