1. What is 35% of 240?

Answer Key and Explanations
1. C - 35% is 0.35, and 0.35 x 240 = 84.

2. C - Add 9 to get 4x = 40, then divide by 4.

3. B - Change in y is 8 and change in x is 4, so slope is 8/4 = 2.

4. C - Area of a rectangle is length x width: 9 x 4 = 36.

5. C - 3 divided by 8 equals 0.375.

6. B - $80 is 80% of the original price, so 80 / 0.8 = 100.

7. B - The middle value in the ordered list is 9.

8. C - Substitute 6: y = 2(6) + 3 = 15.
