Quick Review and Helpful Hints

A square root
√
a asks “what nonnegative number squared gives a?” To simplify, pull out the

largest perfect square factor:
√

a2b = a
√

b. Multiply or divide roots with
√
a ·

√

b =
√

ab.

Combine like radicals (the same number under the root) by adding or subtracting their coefficients.

▷ Example: Simplify
√

72. Work: Factor out the largest perfect

square: 72 = 36 · 2, and 36 is a perfect square. So
√

72 =
√

36 ·
√

2 =

6
√

2. ⋆ Answer: 6
√

2

Step-by-Step Explanations

1. Start by naming the process: Read what the problem is asking, choose

the matching rule, write the setup, and then simplify one step at a time. The

setup/work is Ask yourself “what number squared gives 49?” Since 7×7 = 49,

the root is 7. So the final answer is 7.

2. A good way to think about this is: Read what the problem is asking,

choose the matching rule, write the setup, and then simplify one step at a

time. The setup/work is Pull out the perfect-square factor: 12 = 4 · 3, so√
12 =

√
4
√
3 = 2

√
3. So the final answer is 2

√
3.

50 = 25 · 2, and 25 is a perfect square, so
√
