Quick Review and Helpful Hints

For a circle with radius » (and diameter d = 2r): the circumference (distance around) is C = 27r = 7d,
and the area (space inside) is A = 7r2. Use © ~ 3.14. Remember the area uses the radius squared.

Work: Area is 7r2. Square the radius first: 4> = 16. Then multiply:
3.14 x 16. Answer: 50.24

Step-by-Step Explanations

1. Start by naming the process: Read what the problem is asking, choose
the matching rule, write the setup, and then simplify one step at a time.
