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Quick Review and Helpful Hints

A cube has all edges the same length s. Its volume is V = s® (edge cubed), and its surface area is
SA = 6s? (six identical square faces). Use cubic units for volume and square units for surface area.

> Example: Find the volume of a cube with edge 4 cm.

Work: Volume is the edge cubed: V = s3 = 43 = 4 x 4 x 4.
Answer: 64 cm? 2
V =353, SA=6s2
