Multiplication Property of Exponents

Quick Review and Helpful Hints

When you multiply powers with the same base, keep the base and add the exponents: x
a

·

x
b = x

a+b. When a power is raised to another power, multiply the exponents: (xa)b =

x
ab. When a product is raised to a power, the power goes to each factor: (xy)a = x

a
y
a.

Step-by-Step Explanations

1. Start by naming the process: Read what the problem is asking, choose

the matching rule, write the setup, and then simplify one step at a time. The

setup/work is Multiplying powers of the same base just counts factors of x: two

plus four makes six. Add the exponents to get x6. So the final answer is x6.

2. A good way to think about this is: Read what the problem is asking, choose

the matching rule, write the setup, and then simplify one step at a time.
