Quick Review and Helpful Hints

Solve an inequality just like an equation: simplify, then undo operations to isolate the vari-
able. The one special rule:  whenever you multiply or divide both sides by a negative
number, flip the inequality sign. The answer is a range of values, not a single number.
> Example: Solve 3z + 7 < 22. Work: Subtract 7 from both sides: ; ; ° ;
3z < 15. Divide by 3 (a positive number, so the sign stays): = < 5. ’ ’ ’ ’
Answer: z <5 « < 5: closed dot at 5, shade left.

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Step-by-Step Explanations

1. Start by naming the process: Read what the problem is asking, choose
the matching rule, write the setup, and then simplify one step at a time. The
setup/work is Subtract 1: 2z > 6. Divide by 2: = > 3. So the final answer is
x > 3.

2. A good way to think about this is: Read what the problem is asking, choose
the matching rule, write the setup, and then simplify one step at a time. The
setup/work is Add 4: 3z < 15. Divide by 3: = < 5. So the final answer is
xr < 5.

2: 5z > 15. Divide by 5: z > 3. So the final answer is z > 3.

The
setup/work is Subtract 2z: 3z — 3 < 9. Add 3: 3z < 12, so = < 4. So the final
answeris z < 4.
