Quick Review and Helpful Hints

A two-step equation takes two inverse operations to solve. First undo the addition or subtraction (move the
constant), then undo the multiplication or division (free the variable). Always do the same thing to both sides.

> Example: Solve 2z + 3 = 11. Work: Subtract 3 from both sides: Qj_BT_l\l_
2z = 8. Divide both sides by 2: = = 4. Answer: © =4
Undo +3, then undo x 2.

So the final answer is
x = 4.

Subtract 20: 10m = 40, so m = 4
months. So the final answer is 4 months.
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
