When an expression has two variables, substitute a value for each one (in parentheses), then simplify us-
ing the order of operations. Be sure to replace every copy of each variable before you start computing.

> Example: Evaluate 2z + 3y when z = 4 and y = 2. Work: Substitute both values: 2(4) + 3(2). Multiply each

term first: 8 + 6. Then add. Answer: 14

Step-by-Step Explanations
