Quick Review and Helpful Hints

To multiply mixed numbers, first change each one into an improper fraction. Then multiply
numerators and denominators (cancel common factors to keep it simple) and change the an-
swer back into a mixed number.  Never multiply the whole parts and fraction parts separately.
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> Example: Multiply 13 x 2. Work: Change to improper fractions:
13 = 2 and 24 = Z. Multiply: 2 x £ = 21 = 7, then convert back.
Answer: 33
