Quick Review and Helpful Hints

To add or subtract fractions with different denominators, first find a common denominator (the

least common denominator works best). Rewrite each fraction with that denominator, then add

or subtract the numerators and keep the denominator the same. Always simplify your answer.

▷ Example: Add 1

3
+

1

4
. Work: The least common denominator of 3

and 4 is 12. Rewrite: 1

3
=

4

12
and 1

4
=

3

12
. Now add the numerators:

4

12
+

3

12
=

7

12
. ⋆ Answer: 7

12

Step-by-Step Explanations

1. Start by naming the process: Read what the problem is asking, choose

the matching rule, write the setup, and then simplify one step at a time. The

setup/work is Find a common denominator for 2 and 4 – that is 4. Rewrite
1

2
= 2

4
, then add the numerators: 2

4
+ 1

4
= 3

4
. So the final answer is 3

4
.

2. A good way to think about this is: Read what the problem is asking, choose

the matching rule, write the setup, and then simplify one step at a time. The

setup/work is The denominators 3 and 6 share the common denominator 6.

Change 2
