Quick Review and Helpful Hints

Two lines are parallel when they have the same slope. They are perpendicular when their slopes are negative
reciprocals (the product of the slopes is —1). To get a perpendicular slope, flip the fraction and change its sign.

> Example: A line has slope 2. Find the slope of a line (a) parallel
and (b) perpendicular to it. Work: Parallel keeps the same slope: 2.

Perpendicular flips and negates: —1. Answer: 2 and —3

Parallel: same slope. Perpendicular: flip & negate.
