To multiply fractions, multiply the numerators together and the denominators together,
then simplify. To divide, multiply by the reciprocal of the second fraction (flip it, then
multiply). Canceling common factors before you multiply keeps the numbers small.
> Example: Multiply 2 x 2. Work: Multiply straight across: 222 = 5.
Simplify by dividing top and bottom by 6. Answer: %
