Quick Review and Helpful Hints

The GCF is the largest factor shared by all terms — include common numbers and common vari-
ables. Factor the GCF out front and write what is left in parentheses. Check by distributing back.

GCF 3
6x + 9 — 3(2z + 3)

> Example: Factor 6z + 9. Work: The GCF of 6 and 9 is 3. Divide
each term by 3: 3(2z + 3). Answer: 3(2x + 3)
